Dialogue,  a non-governmental non-profit organization ( est. 1996)  an Informational-Communicative System and the Regional Bureau of the Network for Ethnological  Monitoring & Early Warning of Conflicts (EAWARN).

The Informational-Communicative System “Dialogue” unites in itself two different information flows (from the region to the world community and vise versa).  The "Dialogue" System  combines daily renewed informational data base on issues of ethnicity, nationalism, minorities issues,  intercultural and interethnic tolerance, human rights protection, conflict prevention and etc., as well as an open access to electronic mail for  organizing an open dialogue between the region representatives with partners across the world.

The same name is given to a published Bulletin that is the informational support base of the "Dialogue" System.  Materials of the publication assist learning about opportunities offered by the System and concrete mechanisms  for realization their special needs by Minority and Diaspora organizations/

The major goal of the bulletin is to disseminate information that would promote an establishment of a multicultural society and interethnic harmony.

The System is intended to satisfy the following needs:

· of people concerned with the situation with their ethnic culture, ethnocultural identity and a possibility of conflict-free existence in a multiethnic society.  Among those are activists of various Minority and Diaspora organizations as well as average citizens that experience discomfort from inability to fully realize their specific ethnocultural needs.

· of representatives of the state organs responsible for carrying out ideological, cultural, linguistic and ethnic policies in the region who are in need of constant inflow of new literature and materials on issues of their interest.

· of social scientists that seek to be within the course of development of the global academic community and to participate in expansion of the specter of academic and worldview approaches in the society.

· of journalists that are in need of open and unbiased information about events in the world and abroad.

The regional Bureau of the Network for Ethnic Monitoring & Eearly Warning of Conflicts (EAWARN) works in Shymkent from 1996.  From 1998 it participates in implementation of "Ethnopolitical Monitoring" under the High Commissioner on National Minorities of OSCE and the Assembly of Peoples of Kazakhstan.

Future prospective directions of the organization include beyond educational activity the following initiatives:

· Organization of and participation in seminars teaching training methods in conflict management, constituency building between local communities,  multiculturalism, protection of Minority Rights and tolerance.

· Promotion of disseminating principles of multiculturalism and tolerance through Mass Media.

· Creation of a library.

· Working with teachers of middle and high schools of the region and other activities that promote development of principles of a civic multicultural democratic society in the region as well as in the republic.

· Development and implementation of programs on realization of ethnocultural needs along minority and Diaspora organization..

Projects  already realized by “Dialogue”

- Ethnological monitoring  in Kazakhstan  since 1996 as a part of  the Network for Ethnological Monitoring & Eearly Warning of Conflicts (EAWARN);

-  Since 1998, the staff of the "Dialogue" NGO participates in implementation of Ethnopolitical monitoring in Southern Kazakhstan under authority of  the High Commissioner on National Minorities of OSCE and the Assembly of Peoples of Kazakhstan along with the Kazakhstan Institute of Economic Research and Forecasting (headed by S.Zhusupov);

       -   In 1998-99, "Dialogue" conducted several research programs: the study of migration situation  in the region, the aim of which was to identify causes of and perspectives for migration of the Russian population; the study of ethnic identification in Southern Kazakhstan (both among urban and rural population).

From 1999 untill present  has been publishing an information-analytical Bulletin-digest "Dialogue", which aims to promote development of a multicultural community and interethnic harmony. In 1999 it was supported by Counterpart Consortium and Information Center of Soros-Kazakhstan Foundation in Shymkent;

- In 1999  "Dialogue" conducted seminars  the culture of peace and tolerance in cooperation with the Center for Conflict Management (Almaty) and teaching staff of local educational institutions;

In 2000 "Dialogue" carried out the function of coordinating unit for informational exchange of the NGO Working Group (NIS) on prevention and management of conflict created as a part of the Geneva project of the UNHCR.

         -   In 2000, "Dialogue" began its work on reinforcement of constituency building between local Uzbek communities located  in Southern Kazakhstan and other population of region

- In 2000-2001 with the support of "Soros-Kazakhstan" fouundation, "Dialogue" in cooperation with a group of journalists has been working on a project "Border-Dialogue: authorities and communities" conducting a series of televised debates about border conflicts featuring representatives of the regional administration and of security forces;

In March 2001, "Dialogue" appeared as an initiator of conducting the European Wide Action  Week Against Racism, Nationalism and Xenophobia" in Kazakhstan,  on March 17-25, 2001.  Other participants included the Institute of War and Peace Reporting (IWPR), the Association of Independent Mass Media of Kazakhstan (Rozlana Taukina, Almaty) and the Center for Conflict Management (Elena Sadovskaya, Almaty);

-  In 2000-2001, "Dialogue" implemented an evaluation study of religious situation in Southern Kazakhstan as a part of cooperation with the Council on Religions Organizations of the regional administration of Southern Kazakhstan.  Interviews with representatives of religious communities are conducted and programs for religious enlightenment for the regional population are prepared

In 2002 Dialogue is conducted Project “ Implementation of Principles of Ethnic Tolerance in Kazakhstanian Mass Media” with  support of “ Soros-Kazakhstan” Foundation.

In 2003 Dialogue has conducted series of training workshops for pupils on the issue of Tolerance  and Multiculturalism in Kazakhstan. 

.In 2003 "Dialogue" started the Project focused on the integration Uzbek Pupils in Kazakhstanian educational space through improving their language skills in Kazakh and Russian. 

In 2003-2008 “Dialogue” have conducted the project “Implementation of bilingual education in the  Schools of National minorities of  South Kazakhstan” supported by OSCE High Commissioner on National Minorities

In 2004-2006 “Dialogue” has conducted the project “Turks meskhstians in Kazakhstan: integration or repatriation” supported by the European Center on Minority Issues ( Germany)

In 2008 Dialog was  Kazakhstan Coordinator of International project   “Ethnocultural cooperation among Central Asian States and diversity management” conducted with organizations from Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan with support of “East-East” Program of Open Society Institute
